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One of the fundamental obligations of humanity

is to convey from generation to generation

 the basic principles of good character

Our survival depends on man’s humanity to his fellow man which is taught in the basic principles of honesty and caring, trustworthiness and forgiveness and the art of reaching out beyond ourselves.  All other aspects of survival - invention, economy, etc. - are meaningless without the good character of humanity.

The pivotal force of MAKING GOOD DECISIONS is the dedication to providing the tools for good decision making and the development of good character.  By means of simple storytelling, which is the oldest, most effective method of teaching, this program is a series of stories in which two main characters experience the very problems our young people face today.

With subject matter such as smoking, alcohol and drugs, peer pressure and bullying, these stories hit home with our young people as they are taken on emotional journeys with the main characters.  Because the stories are told in the first person, the readers learn from their peers, rather than parents, teachers or textbooks.  The two main characters engage in growing experiences with interesting classmates and friends.  Age appropriate experiences are presented in believable language.

The ultimate and most important audience for these programs is our young people.  The worksheets and vocabulary lists are used to promote discussion, and the young people are receptive because it is not a lecture.  Teachers, some of whom are mandated by school boards to teach character education, find these programs essential tools in the presentation of their subject matter.

As the need increases to provide our young people with lessons in good character, so the need increases to provide meaningful learning programs to which the audience can easily relate.  However, this author has seen no other program of this kind and proudly presents current subject matter in believable format.

MAKING GOOD DECISIONS
The author’s personal experience is derived from raising seven children, one of whom battled drug problems, and one who experienced behavior  difficulties and rebelled against authority in school and at home.  If that was not enough, a grandson provided the author with insight into his world of skipping school, drugs and alcohol, and stealing.

New ideas come from students with whom the author has interacted.  Suggestions are also provided by parents and teachers, and new programs are developed on a regular basis.  Young people become eager to be involved in the continuing exploits of the main characters.

Most importantly, these stories reveal the deepest insecurities of our young people and provide insight into the problems they face on a daily basis.
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
